Description: This relatively long and narrow reserve comprises a steep, ancient semi-natural 
woodland that drops from improved pasture to the north, down to the Afon Gwili which runs along 
the southern boundary. Quite large Oak trees form the greater part of the canopy, and the reserve 
has a particularly attractive spring ground flora, with carpets of Lesser Celandine (3-5) and Wood 
Sorrel (4-5). Bluebells (4-6) are also present. Woodland birds include Nuthatch and Great Spotted
